How to Draw
E xpressions

Follow these simple 17 steps to
follow along with illustrator, Dolph
Banza.

You will need paper, pencils, and
erasers for this activity.

STEP 1: Draw a rounded square
On your paper to create
the head of your person.
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STEP 3: Draw the eyes using two
circles for each eye, just
below the horizontal line.

STEP 4: Use a third guideline at the
bottom of the head and a
fourth line inbetween the
horizontal lines.
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STEP 6: Draw the mouth
between the two lower
guidelines.
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STEP 7: Draw the eyebrows above
the eyes. Eyebrows, eyes
and mouth are very
important for expression.

STEP 2:

Use guidelines to
divide the head in
half vertically and
horizontally.
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STEP 5:

Draw the nose on the
fourth horozontal line.
Draw the ears between the
top of the eyes and nose.

STEP 8:

Remove the guidelines.
Here we have a happy
looking person.
